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Abstract
In this occasion we present a new and fully operable server for geographic information on all countries of the world, https://global-geography.org, with a number of unique features that include:
(1) It merges open source material from other servers such as Factbook, UN and Worldbank statistics, Geonames, Natural Earth, World heritage site, National geographic site, Nobel laureates site, Wolf prize awardees, and others; however, in the process of merging, if discrepancies are detected, they are either resolved or shown as discrepancies on the server.
(2) In addition to "traditional information", the server also has sections on culture, on pictures and "special information" and community contributions. The culture section will be further extended by the community and the consortium of the project as time goes by; the pictorial section has unique pictures from professional photographers such as e.g. pointed to at https://global-geography.org/af/Geography/About/Consortium/Huber,_Gerhard, and contains some 3.000 360 degree interactive panoramas provided by the Airpano group in Moscow; the "special information" section has both manually created and semi-automatically (!) created stories typical for the country at issue.
(3) The server provides a laboratory environment to research a large set of properties of any combination of countries; it also provides a number of interactive visualizations of data. Both features have attracted much attention by geography teachers.
(4) The server allows to upload "web-books" in such a manner that they can be read and searched full-text online (but downloading is usually not permitted by authors/publishers); the crucial feature of web-books is that any web-page can link to any page of a book, web-book pages to other web-book pages or ordinary web pages, hence providing for wiki-type pages the possibility to immediately check information in a back-ground library. This has been quite successful, so far with the German back-ground library. 
The server is run under control and with the help of an international consortium that is expected to grow rapidly after the offical opening of the site August 1, 2017. At this point in time the server has more than 65.000 data- and media objects and is growing fast. The language used in the server is English, but arbitrary second languages are possible. The result of one EU project offers e.g. 4 books in 6 languages: German, English, Italian, Spanish, Arabic and Hebrew.
