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Abstract

Following the development of civil cartography, the State Geodetic Administration (Državna geodetska uprava – DGU) and the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Croatia (Ministarstvo obrane Republike Hrvatske – MORH) signed the Agreement on Cooperation regarding Geospatial Data (KLASA: 900-01/14-01/10, URBROJ: 541-02/1-14-6) within which DGU and MORH exchange products and geospatial data free of charge for the purpose of producing official cartographic products.

This resulted in the Military Topographic Map at the scale of 1:50 000, which is product of the project "Military Geoinformation System (Vojni geoinformacijski sustav – VoGIS) of the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Croatia". VoGIS presents framework within which less functional subcomponents are defined such as topographic and cartographic components. The topographic component results from the data harmonization between the State Geodetic Administration’s Basic Topographic Database and military content with NATO norms, whereas cartographic component is the result of cartographic generalization of topographic databases.

The Military Topographic Map at the scale of 1:50 000 (Vojna topografska karta 1:50 000 – VTK50) is based on the data from cartographic database (Kartografska baza podataka 1:50 000 – KBP50) of VoGIS project data, which was generated from the data of the Basic Topographic Database of State Geodetic Administration. Civilian version of the topographic map at the scale of 1:50 000 (Topografska karta 1:50 000 – TK50) is based on the adjusted data of the cartographic database at the scale of 1:50 000 obtained from MORH.
The paper will describe the process of producing a civilian version of TK50.
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
